I. THE "WHY" OF CHURCH: To share the news 
 

that people matter to God    
John 3:16; Colossians 1:22 (TEV) 

 
 

II. THE "WHAT" OF CHURCH: we are to: 
 

    A. Love God with your whole being [Worship] 

"One of them, an expert in the law, tested Him with 
this question: 'Teacher, which is the greatest 

commandment in the Law?'  Jesus replied:  '"Love the 

Lord your God with all your heart and with all your 
soul and with all your mind" [Deuteronomy 6:5].  

This is the first and greatest commandment.'"  
Matthew 22:35-38 
 

    B.  Love and serve others [Ministry] 
"And the second is like it: 'Love your neighbor as 

yourself' [Leviticus 19:18]."  Matthew 22:39 
 

    C.  Go and make disciples [Evangelism] 

“Jesus came and told his disciples, ‘I have been 
given complete authority in heaven and on earth. 

Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations 
….’”  Matthew 28:18-19 (NLT) 
 

     D. Baptize (into church family) [Fellowship]  

"... baptizing them in the name of the Father and the 
Son and the Holy Spirit ...."  V. 19  
 

 E. Teach (grow in maturity) [Discipleship] 
“Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands 

I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you 
always, even to the end of the age.” V. 20
